The deliberations will focus
on surrounding socio-economic and linguis-
tic-cultural contexts with special emphasis on
challenges and policies for real capacity building
for women from different economic strata. The
seminar intends to draw special attention to the
domestic realm where women'’s capacity building
critically depends on intra household negotiation
and relationships with a focus on the application
of technology. The seminar expects to offer cer-
tain guidelines for a gender neutral ambience to-
wards capacity building.
