Modalities:

Prospective
students should not be called for counselling or verification of documents during the
process of admission. No physical presence will be required at the Higher Education
[nstitutions. No charges shall be taken from students for scanning/ uploading of
documents through the Centralised Admission Portal through ‘Bangla Sahayata
Kendras’.
